Bob Motzko prepares for his fifth season as head coach of
the University of Minnesota men’s hockey program in 2022-23
returning the Maroon and Gold to national prominence entering
its 102nd season of competition.

In his first four years with the Maroon and Gold, Motzko has
built an 84-50-11 record with the Gophers and enters his 18th
year as an NCAA head coach with a 360-242-60 all-time record.
He landed his second Big Ten Coach of the Year honor during the
2021-22 campaign as he guided Minnesota to the NCAA Frozen
Four behind a Big Ten championship and a 26-13 overall record.

Big Ten Player of the Year and Gophers captain Ben Meyers led
the late-season charge a year ago as the team won the final eight
games of the regular season. NCAA Regional wins over UMass
and Western Michigan earned the Gophers their first Frozen Four
berth in eight years. Meyers was named a Hobey Baker Hat Trick
Finalist and selected to the All-America First Team, while Brock
Faber earned the conference’s Defensive Player of the Year honors.

The 2020-21 season saw the Gophers claim the Big Ten
tournament title and return to the NCAA Tournament for the first

time since 2017. Minnesota started the year on a 10-game winning
streak for the second time in program history and eventually
earned a No. 1 national ranking in both polls for the first time
since the 2014-15 season. Minnesota was led by Mike Richter
Award-winning goaltender Jack LaFontaine, one of three All-
Americans for the Gophers along with Sampo Ranta and Jackson
LaCombe (all three also were First Team All-Big Ten selections).

In his first season behind the Minnesota bench in 2018-19,
Motzko coached Rem Pitlick to First Team All-America and First
Team All-Big Ten honors, while his second campaign with the
Gophers saw him earn Big Ten Coach of the Year honors although
the season ended prematurely due to COVID-19.

A native of Austin, Minn., Motzko was an assistant coach
at Minnesota from 2001 to 2005, a stretch where the Gophers
captured back-to-back national championships in 2002 and 2003.
He worked with Hobey Baker Award winner Jordan Leopold, as well
as six All-Americans, and was on the bench when the Maroon and
Gold claimed back-to-back WCHA tournament titles in 2003 and
2004.

Following his four years assisting the
Gophers, Motzko spent 13 seasons building
St. Cloud State into a championship program.
The Huskies advanced to the NCAA Tournament
eight times under his leadership, including
a run to the Frozen Four in 2013. While in St.
Cloud, Motzko helped develop Hobey Baker
Award winner Drew LeBlanc and eight All-
Americans.

He previously coached at Miami (OH) and
Denver, helping Miami win the CCHA title as
associate head coach in 1993. He also served
as an assistant under Herb Brooks at his alma
mater for one season.

During his college head coaching career,
Motzko has been recognized as a conference
coach of the year six times, winning the award
twice in the WCHA (2006, 2007), twice in the
NCHC (2014, 2018) and now twice in the Big

ASSOCIATE HEAD CODACH / FIRST SEASON

With three NCAA National Championships already on his
resume, Steve Miller looks to add to that total after joining the
University of Minnesota men’s hockey program as its associate
head coach in July 2022.

Miller was honored with the American Hockey Coaches
Association’s (AHCA) Terry Flanagan Award in 2009, which
recognizes an assistant coach’s career body of work. In all, he has
been a part of three NCAA titles, 19 NCAA appearances, five regular
season conference titles and six playoff championships during his
collegiate tenure.

A native of Sun Prairie, Wis., he most recently served at Ohio
State as its associate head coach for the previous five seasons
and helped guide the team to an NCAA Frozen Four appearance
and a Big Ten Conference title in 2018. Prior to joining Ohio
State in 2017, Miller enjoyed successful stints with both the Air
Force Academy (2015-17) and Providence College (2014-15),
culminating with an NCAA championship in 2015 with the Friars.

Miller spent 19 and a half years as an assistant and associate
head coach with Denver as the team won back-to-back NCAA
Championships in 2004 and 2005. During his time at DU, the team
won three WCHA regular season championships and claimed the
WCHA Final Five title four times.

He began his coaching career at his alma mater, St. Mary’s
University in Winona, Minn. The squad won the 1989 MIAC playoff
championship and advanced to the quarterfinals of the NCAA
Tournament. From there, he moved to Miami (OH) University, where

he spent three seasons under head coach George Gwozdecky. Along
with Motzko, an assistant coach, the Redhawks won their first
CCHA title in 1993 and made their first-ever appearance in the
NCAA Tournament.

Miller, who was inducted into the Sun Prairie High School Wall
of Success in 2008, and his wife, Heidi, have three children, a
daughter, Alexis, and sons, Cole and Connor.

Gopher Hockey alum Ben Gordon enters his fifth season as an
assistant coach for the Maroon and Gold in 2022-23.

During the 2021-22 campaign, Gordon and Minnesota won the
Big Ten regular-season championship and advanced to the NCAA
Frozen Four for the first time since 2014. The Gophers made a late-
season surge winning 11 of their final 13 games, including wins
over Massachusetts and Western Michigan in the NCAA Northeast
Regional.

The Gophers captured the Big Ten tournament title and
returned to the NCAA Tournament in 2020-21, ending a four-year
drought, while the program won its first NCAA game since 2014 to
earn an appearance in the NCAA West Regional Final.

A native of International Falls, Minn., Gordon returned to
Minnesota following the 2017-18 season where he served as the
associate head coach for the Chicago Steel in the United States
Hockey League (USHL). He previously served on the Gophers staff
in 2016-17 as director of hockey operations when the Maroon and
Gold claimed the 2017 Big Ten regular-season championship after
helping the Tri-City Storm capture the 2016 USHL Clark Cup as
an assistant coach in 2015-16. Gordon's first foray into coaching
came during the 2014-15 season as an assistant coach and later
as interim head coach at St. Scholastica in Duluth.

Gordon was a four-year letter winner with the Gophers from
2004-2008 and recorded 98 points (39 goals, 59 assists) in 148
career games. The forward helped Minnesota to back-to-back
regular-season conference titles in 2006 and 2007 while the Maroon
and Gold added a conference playoff title in 2007. Gordon was
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named the team’s Dr. V. George Nagobads Unsung Hero in 2006.
Following his college career, he played in 362 professional games
with 380 points over six seasons before transitioning to coaching.

Jacob LeRoy enters his second season as the
Director of Hockey Operations for the Gopher men’s
hockey program after starting in 2021-22.

In his first season at the ‘U’, LeRoy served on
staff as the Gophers won the 2021-22 Big Ten regular-
season championship and advanced to the NCAA
Frozen Four for the first time since 2014.

Anative of Dublin, Ohio, LeRoy spent four seasons
on the staff at Ohio State prior to joining the Maroon
and Gold — serving as a student assistant of hockey
operations. During his tenure with the Buckeyes, the
program made two trips to the NCAA Tournament,

Gopher Hockey All-American alum and 14-year
NHL veteran Paul Martin is in his third year on the
Minnesota staff and first as a graduate manager.
Martin returned to the Maroon and Gold as an
undergraduate assistant for the 2020-21 season
while completing his degree at the University of
Minnesota and is currently enrolled as a full-time
graduate student heading into the 2022-23 campaign.

In his first season back on campus, Martin
helped Minnesota win the 2021 Big Ten Tournament
title and return to the NCAA Tournament. His
second season saw the Gophers claim a Big Ten
regular-season championship and earn an NCAA
Frozen Four berth for the first time since 2014.

A native of EIk River, Minn., Martin was a three-year
letter winner for the Maroon and Gold while recording
97 points (20 goals, 77 assists) in 127 career games.
The defenseman, who was an all-conference selection
in each of his three seasons of college hockey, helped
the Gophers to three-straight NCAA Tournament
appearances including back-to-back national
championships in 2002 and 2003.

Martin, who won the Broadmoor Trophy with
Minnesota in 2003 as WCHA playoff champions, was a
Second Team All-American in 2003, while earning his
second-straight Second Team All-WCHA accolade. He
also was named to the WCHA All-Rookie Team in 2001.
Martin remains 15th in Gopher Hockey history among
defensemen with 97 points, while he is 12th among
defensemen with 77 assists.

870 regular-season appearances and totaled 320
career points (50 goals, 270 assists). Moreover, he led
his teams to a playoff berth in each of his 14 seasons
with 122 Stanley Cup playoff games and 46 playoff
points (six goals, 40 assists). With the exception of a
short AHL stint in his final season on the ice and one
season in Switzerland during the 2004-05 NHL lockout,
Martin played his entire professional career in the NHL
before retiring in 2018.

On the international stage, Martin was named to
the U.S. Men’s Olympic Team three times in his career
(2006, 2010, 2014). Prior to joining the Gophers,
Martin closed out his prep career at Elk River High
School as the Mr. Hockey Award winner in 2000 as the
top senior high school boy’s hockey player in the state
of Minnesota.

JOHN MARIUCCI

The streets of the small iron-ore mining town
of Eveleth, Minn., in the 1920s were full of
stick-wielding young boys chasing around
a frozen chunk of manure. Of course, this
was hockey at its most rudimentary level,
and the games would often evolve into fist
fights. At that time, no matter who started
the fight, the last one standing would have
been John Mariucci. With a love of competing,
of fighting and of protecting those around
him, John Mariucci skated out of this small
Iron Range town and became the country’s
most important figure in the development of
amateur hockey in America.

Though his greatest accomplishments
would later come as the coach of the Golden
Gophers, Mariucci had a stellar athletic
career as well. While playing for the University
of Minnesota, he became known as a smooth
skating All-American defensemen and led the
Golden Gophers to an undefeated season and
the AAU National Championship in 1940.

His technical skills became secondary in
his five years as a Chicago Blackhawk. One
of only a handful of Americans in the league
at the time, Mariucci became captain of the
team by defending his teammates. He was
a great draw in Capone-era Chicago for the
fights that ensued from his protective spirit.
One fight with Detroit’s “Black Jack” Stewart
kept the fans cheering for half of an hour, and
still stands in the NHL record books as the
longest fight ever.

In 1952, Mariucci accepted the position
of head hockey coach at Minnesota, replacing
Doc Romnes, who had recorded a 52-59 mark
during the previous five years. Right away
he seemed to produce a unique positive

15,523 in 1952 to 46,016 in 1966. He made
it every Minnesota boy's dream to play hockey
for the Maroon and Gold.

He gave them even greater sights to
focus on as well. Invited to coach the U.S.
Olympic team in 1956, Mariucci arrived in his
ancestral homeland of Italy with a national
team that included 11 Minnesota natives,
including three from his hometown of Eveleth.
The town of Cortina d’Ampezzo witnessed just
how far Minnesota hockey had come, as the
team stunned heavily favored Canada en
route to stealing a second-place finish and
a silver medal.

Without Mariucci’s pioneering work,
Olympic gold medals would have been
impossible. Both of the U.S. gold medal
teams were heavily manned with his progeny,
including eight Minnesotans on the 1960
“Team of Destiny.” The Golden Gophers’
own Herb Brooks coached an astounding 12
home-staters who went to Lake Placid and
pulled off the 1980 “Miracle On Ice.”

Mariucci built a powerful and loyal
dynasty — Minnesota hockey— by believing
and protecting those in his “family.” That
leadership pushed Minnesota hockey to the
forefront of American hockey, and with that,
earned the state a seat at the head table of
international hockey.

Legend has it that Mariucci got in some
scrapes during his Chicago years, and had
to meet up with Al Capone for beating up
some of the legendary gangster's thugs.
The story may or may not be true, but it's no
wonder that Mariucci came to be known as

the “Godfather” of
American hockey.

His team was 23-6
that season, and he was awarded Coach of
the Year honors. It was the first of many such
honors.

Mariucci was the first coach to stack
his roster with Minnesota-bred talent.
“This is a state institution and should
be represented by Minnesota boys,” he
believed. “If they're not quite as good as
some Canadians, we'll just have to work
a little harder, that’s all.”

Going up against teams with older,
more mature Canadians, Minnesota
captured two second-place national
finishes and one third-place finish with
Mariucci at the helm. With this level of
success, he gave skate-wearing, stick-toting
boys around the state something to shoot for.

He threw himself into grassroots
development of the state’s hockey program
as well. He avidly participated in coaching
clinics, attended the opening of hockey
facilities in countless cities and towns, helped
former players find coaching positions and
even encouraged hockey moms to write to city
councils to build rinks and develop recreation
programs. A good indication of hockey's
growing popularity during Mariucci’s reign is
how much the high school tournament grew.
Attendance at the tournament increased from
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JOHN MAYASICH

In the middle of the 1952-53 hockey
season, the Golden Gophers trailed
conference-leading North Dakota,
7-1, heading into the third period of a
critical Midwest Conference matchup.
Suddenly inspired, Minnesota rattled
off four goals in the final period, two by
a budding sophomore superstar named
John Mayasich, giving him a hat trick
for the game. Minnesota lost that game
7-5, but the third-period rally served
as a springboard for the rest of the
season. Subsequently, Mayasich and his
teammates won 10 consecutive games,
including three over UND and two over
Michigan. The Gophers stole the Midwest
Conference Championship, and went
all the way to the NCAA Championship
game in Colorado Springs before losing a
heartbreaker to Michigan.

This was the dawn of modern
Minnesota hockey, and John Mayasich
led the way. Looking back, Coach John
Mariucci once put it this way: “John
brought college hockey to a new plateau.
He was the Wayne Gretzky of his time. And
today if he were playing pro hockey, he
would simply be a bigger, stronger, back-
checking Gretzky.”

The Eveleth native was a wizard
on the ice. A velvety-smooth skater, he
had a sixth sense for how a goalie was
going to move. He was the first collegiate
puckster to develop a slap shot, a weapon
that made opposing coaches fear for the
health of their players. With a teammate in
the penalty box, Mayasich could take the
puck, and waltz and weave around the rink
without ever passing or losing the puck,
until the penalty had been killed. But he
was a great passer, as well. In fact, he
was often criticized for passing too much.

That he was criticized at all is difficult
to believe, when you consider that, in his
career, he tallied Golden Gopher hockey
bests of 298 career points and 144 goals.
His totals work out to an amazing average
of 1.4 goals and nearly three points per
game. To put the totals in perspective, the
next Minnesota player on the career goal-
scoring list, Pat Micheletti, has 24 fewer
goals despite playing in 51 more games.
Looking at it another way, Micheletti, in
his 162 games, would have had to total
435 points (166 more than his career
total) just to match Mayasich’s per-game
average!

The Iron Ranger is also in the
Minnesota record books for most goals and
most points in a single game. He scored
an amazing six goals against Winnipeg
his senior year, and tallied eight points
against fierce conference rival Michigan
that same season.

Mayasich received numerous honors
during his hockey life, including being
the first Minnesotan to be voted into the
national high school athletic Hall of
Fame in leading his Eveleth High School
team to four straight state tournament
championships. He was also a

multiple collegiate All-American. But his
greatness as an athlete was matched only
by his humility. When he found himself in
the limelight, he never failed to share the
credit with his teammates and coaches.

Because of military obligations and
the lack of professional opportunities,
Mayasich did not turn pro after his
collegiate career. But he did put on the
Red, White and Blue for two Olympic teams
and several national squads. In 1956, he
joined a host of Minnesotans in traveling
to the Winter Olympic Games in Italy and
surprising the world by taking a silver
medal. Against Canada, which had won
seven of the eight gold medals up to that
point, Mayasich played the game of his
life. He convinced his teammates that the
game was winnable by scoring two goals
in the first period, and completed the hat
trick before the unbelievable 4-1 victory
was accomplished.

He was also a key player on the United
States Olympic “Team of Destiny” in
1960. In the game against the Russians,
Mayasich made several key defensive
plays, covering or poking away the puck
when the Soviets were in position to score.
The U.S. held on for the win, marking the
first time an Olympic hockey team had
beaten the mighty Russians, and giving
the Americans their first hockey gold
medal ever.

John Mayasich was arguably the best
player ever to don the Maroon and Gold
sweater, and one of the best players in this
country to ever lace up skates. But the man
of many words, John Mariucci, probably
put it best. “The words to describe the
boy haven't been invented,” said
Mariucci. “When | say he's the
best, that’s totally
inadequate.”

10 GOPHERS ON 1980 “MIRACLE ON ICE"
GOLD MEDAL TEAM

Suffice it to say, the two United States Olympic Ice Hockey Gold Medals would
not have been possible without the contribution from the University of Min-
nesota Hockey program. In arguably the greatest moment in American sports
history, the 1980 U.S. Olympic Hockey Team shocked the world by defeating
Russia and Finland to claim the gold medal. That team was led by former
University of Minnesota Head Coach Herb Brooks and included 10 Golden Go-
phers on the roster. Brooks also coached the 2002 U.S. Olympic hockey team
to a silver medal.

Twenty years before the “Miracle on Ice,” the 1960 U.S. Olympic Hockey Team
skated through the field unbeaten to win the nation’s first gold medal in Squaw
Valley, Calif. That squad featured starting goaltender Jack McCartan, as well
as John Mayasich and Dick Meredith.

Through the years, Team USA has had a noticeable Minnesota presence. In
every year since the 1980 Olympic Games, the Gophers have been represented

on Team USA.
